What is Hot Work?

Hot work is defined as a process where sources of
ignition may be produced, including:

Open flames, e.g. cutting, welding, burning, electrical, friction or impact

sparks e.g. air gouging, riveting, drilling, grinding, chipping, sparks resulting

from the discharge of static electricity, hot surfaces such as engine manifolds and exhaust
systems, brakes, hot bearings, welding or cutting torches, coils and resistors, heated gases,
and internal combustion engines.

Welding, cutting and similar processes must be carried out according to the requirements of the
Occupational Safety and Health Regulation, Part 12 Tools, Machinery and Equipment and CSA Standard
W117.2-94, Safety in Welding, Cutting, and Allied Processes.

v What should a well defined hot work policy include?

e|dentification of all work that is considered hot work;

*Safe work procedures that include a post-work check;

* A formal hot work permit issuing system;

* Assigned responsibilities for managers, supervisors, workers, and contractors;

* Appropriate training for all parties with responsibilities to the hot work program.; and
*Program evaluation to ensure effectiveness of the program.

Typical procedures for conducting safe hot work:

*Obtain a Hot Work Permit.

*Ensure the Hot Work Permit is thoroughly completed.

*Post the completed Hot Work Permit in a conspicuous place while the hot work is in operation.

* Area Preparation (For more information on area preparation please turn over)

*Ensure all safety equipment, such as fire extinguishers and sprinklers are available and in working order.
*\Wear appropriate personal protective equipment for the work being performed

*Exercising appropriate safe work procedures for the work performed

*Post a trained fire watcher during the hot work and for at least 60 minutes after the hot work is done.
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
